[Q] Why can you trust God's plan, even when you don't 

understand it? Read Psalm 121:2–4 and Isaiah 46:8–11.

Jesus has good work for you – Follow Him 

[Q] As Jesus made His way toward Jerusalem, He expected people to come along with Him. What 

opportunities do you have to follow and obey Him, perhaps in new and different ways in these difficult 

times? Specifically, how might you follow Him in your home, neighborhood or "workplace" this week? 

 
 

He's the King - Worship Him  

Jesus’ triumphal entry into Jerusalem reminds us that He is Savior and King, and worthy to be worshiped. 

Connecting with and worshiping our Lord is more important than ever. Whether by yourself, or with a group, 

take a moment now to read Psalm 24:8-10, Romans 12:1 and Hebrews 12:28, then praise and thank Him for 

being your risen King.
